Dress Code 2020-2021 

The following daily Dress Code is required for all 

students:   

➢ Shirts – L.C.S. uniform shirt is required, and 

MUST be tucked in.   

➢ Pants – may be long or short and are to be 

worn at the waist. Baggy style, cargo or 

overly large pants are not appropriate. Skirts 

on girls should be of modest length.  Pants 

and skirts are of solid color:  tan, black, 

grey, white or navy.   

➢ Belts – must be worn if the pants, shorts or 

skirts have belt loops.  

➢ Shoes should be comfortable of a safe 

design.  High heel shoes are not appropriate.  

Tennis shoes are acceptable.  (Flipflop / 

sandal type of shoes are not permitted.)   

➢ LCS jackets and LCS sweatshirts are the 

only acceptable jackets at Lighthouse.  Long 

sleeve shirts may be worn under uniform 

shirts if needed.   The LCS emblem must 

be showing at all times.   

➢ Students should be clean, neatly groomed 

and should remain in dress code until they 

leave the premises.  Hair must be of a 

natural hair color.  Please avoid heavy use 

of perfume/cologne and after shave.   

➢ Jewelry, including earring, should not be 

excessive.  Gothic attire, ear gauges, facial 

piercing, teeth jewelry, grills and bandanas 

are not permitted.   

➢ Must wear mask and/or shield everyday.  If 

you forget it you Must go home and get it 

or buy one for Lighthouse for $3.00.
